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Green Party policies

We do not produce a detailed 'national' manifesto for the local elections every year. Our local election campaigns pursue the local implementation of policies found in the Manifesto for a Sustainable Society (see http://www.greenparty.org.uk/policy/mfss/index.html ) adapted as appropriate to the local circumstances.

However, specific policy briefings on top priority issues will be launched during the campaign.

Some of our larger local parties have manifestos on-line and these provide a good idea of the policies being pursued by the Greens at local government level. Of those places mentioned below, all except York have sitting principal authority councillors already.In two of the examples, Lancaster and Kirklees, Green Party councillors are part of the ruling coalition and are thus well-placed to pursue implementation of such policies.

Not all policies are applicable in all local authorities, as not all councils have the same degree of responsibility. For areas with a two-tier (district + county) set-up, the Oxford City (2002), Lancaster City (2003) and York City (2003) manifestos cover district council policy competencies.
